Batch Processing and On-Line Processing

Advantages and Disadvantages of Batch Processing

Batch processing has advantages and disadvantages when it is being used in conjunction with large amounts of data. 



Advantages:

· Submits all the information at the same time, preventing as much lag during peak times.

Disadvantages:

· All the information being submitted at once can cause lag on the network.

· The client computers would have to have a large storage capacity to be able to store all the information.

Different data processing methods
Below I will give an example of where the different data processing methods would be used.



Batch processing – Where a company is taking orders which do not need to be instantly processed, but there are a large number of orders.

Real-time processing – Where the data needs to be processed in real time, like in a cinema where the seats are booked, this is vital otherwise people would end up sitting on other people.

On-line processing – This is used where the information needs to be processed as it is inputted, for example, eBay, the bids need to be updated instantly, otherwise people would not know what to bid on there.
