Assignment Details

As a Technician for Bod Ge Ltd, you have been asked to provide a client with a purpose built computer system.  The system should have a properly configured operating system.  As you have previously assembled the computer you must install and configure the new operating system.

The client is Graphic Distributions Control.  The work mainly focuses on using email to send and receive work with the PC loaded with graphics packages, photo-editing package and word processing package.  The company require that the PC does not have a cluttered desktop with fast access to the previously mentioned packages.  
As there are a number of employees within the company it would be helpful to have some information on the operating system.

You are required to produce an evaluation of the installation for the company, of the operating system and the PC build.  

Tasks:

1. As the company employees are not sure what an operating system is, you are to produce a pamphlet or leaflet, which will describe the functions of an operating system within a modern computer system. There must be as many functions as possible included with drawings used to illustrate as much as possible.  The drawings will need to be annotated to make sure there is a clear understanding of all functions. Any technical language must be relevant to the subject.   (M3)

2. The Scenario for the installation of an operating system is given out at the installation stage. Install and configure a suitable operating system to meet the end user specification.  Remember to take screen dumps or pictures to show the before and after effects of the configuration.  Use the install to produce a pamphlet showing clearly how the process works. (P2, P3)

3. In completing these tasks you need to undertake an evaluation as to how the PC build and installation went.  The following points will need to be addressed:

· How well the finished work meets the technical specification for the hardware

· How well the configuration meets the client specification for the software

· Details of the activities undertaken for the build, install and configuration that went well

· Activities in the build, install and configuration that were problematic

· Improvements that could have been made to the hardware and operating system configuration – not just the changes (D2, D3)

Evidence:

You need to hand in:

1. Pamphlet for the build of the PC

2. Pamphlet for the installation and functions of an operating system

3. Witness statement for the operating system installation undertaken.  Make sure that there is a before and after evidence of the configuration activities. If this has not been completed at the install then this will be added when Communications Technology network install is produced.

4. Written evaluation in the form of a report. This is to be no more than one side of A4 excluding pictures and references.
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
