Binary subtraction
The following is an example of how to subtract 2 numbers in Binary using the two’s complement method.

1410 - 810 
 In decimal, the answer is 6
Stage 1 – convert to binary

14 = 0000 1110

8 =  0000  1000

Stage 2 – Convert 8 to a negative number by flipping the BITS
This is the way that the computer will interpret the number 8 by doing this conversion.

So, 8 = 0000 1000

Flip the BITS so that they are opposite to those above.
So, 1111 0111

Stage 3 – Add a 1 to the flipped BITS

So, 1111 0111

      1111 1111 +

This equals 1111 1000

Stage 4 – add +14 to -8

So, 0000 1110

1111 1000

This equals 0000 0110

This gives the decimal number of 6
