Introduction

In this assignment I will be suggesting a proposal of a network for the company, bearing in mind what they wish for the final outcome of it to be. This proposal will include a schedule of the implementations.

Information

The network for this company will be a Wide Area Network, as it is spread over several geographical locations, this network will allow the users to log into the branch in which they work, but to be able to access designated information which is stored in the other locations. Also, it would allow their web based tools to operate properly, due to all the employees being able to work with the same database.

The network would be configured so that as the business grew, the sales representatives, and other people who move around, would be able to access the companies domain and database from anywhere which they could get internet access.

The network would have a central server in the head office, but would also have additional servers situated in each of the other sales offices, these additional servers would replicate the data stored on the central server, and would also have the local users logon details. This would mean that when the users in Birmingham logged in, they would login to their local server, rather than it taking ages waiting for the data to be sent to and from the central server. This would also have the advantage that if the central server stopped working, one of the other servers would instantly take over.

The local networks would be arranged using the star logical, and the bus physical topologies, this would give the network the stability of the star network, and the useful layout of a bus network. 

The user information which is stored in the directory services will be put into organisational units, these will be sorted by the geographical locations in which the users work. This helps the network administrator, as they can easily locate the person which they are trying to locate, rather than scrolling through screens and screens of login names.
