	Deliverables:

This task B3 is very much linked with your IVA Practical.  In your position as overall leader of the project you have to produce an information sheet for the company support staff to help them with managing the network.  This involves:

1) Explaining the purpose of a number of network administration tasks and how to carry these out using basic tools provided by the network operating system.  You need to think of all the basic items that need regular checking and demonstrate how to do these checks.

2) Setting up user accounts with specified permissions.  This means explaining the different types of permission and demonstrating how to grant them.

3) Setting up a network printer and giving user rights to access the printer.

In order to do all the above properly your information sheet will need to include screen shots of the appropriate screens.  These will be obtained when you do the practical.  This means that you need to plan in advance what screen shots you will need and it is your responsibility to ensure that you get all the ones you need.
