Objectives

This is where you put together all the tasks you have been working on all term.

By Thursday 20 March 2008 you should have the complete version of your IVA tasks collated and handed in for marking.

What you need to do

1. Review all your tasks (1 – 7) that you have been working on correcting any final errors and omissions.

2. Make sure your name is on each section — putting it as a header or footer is a good idea.
3. Make sure all your pages are numbered please — again a header or footer is one way to do this.
4. Print out a paper copy of them all and staple together with a front sheet.  Note: there is a special customised front sheet for this.
 You must sign the declaration that the IVA is your own work.
5. Hand in to Neil McAlpine at the end of the day on Thursday.

What happens next

We will try to get them all marked for Tuesday 26 March.  If there are any minor amendments or additions needed we can then get you to do them.

What happens if you do not hand in your work

This is not an option.  The IVA is an essential part of the course — you cannot pass without it.

It is imperative that we have it ready to send off to Edexcel by the end of term.  It is the one part of the course which is externally checked by Edexcel which is why it has to be done by the end of the Spring Term.
