	Scenario:

You are working for an organisation Event International, which organises special events to take place for student unions around the country.

You have been approached by your manager to create two presentations about a fun day your company is organising for Chichester College.  The event is to be of your own choice and research may be required to produce a realistic outline to the event.   

Presentation One.

The first presentation is aimed at the college management and should provide a clear indication of the costs and structure of the day’s events.  The benefit to College and Students needs to be provided.  This is a professional presentation and the manner in which it is conducted should reflect this. 

Presentation Two.

The second presentation is designed for the students within the college to promote the event, outlining the schedule for the day and encouraging their participation.

Guidance

You need to identify the particular needs of your audiences for the two presentations. Using presentation software, and any other aids, which are appropriate, construct slides and commentary for presentations to both groups.  In both cases you should consider:

· Your vocabulary

· Construction of sentences.

· Style of delivery

· Persuasiveness.

This assignment will provide evidence that you are able to adjust to different audience needs.  

You will be assessed on:

· Consideration of vocabulary, sentence construction and delivery style.

· Adjustment of vocabulary, sentence construction and style of delivery.

· Matching choice of vocabulary, sentence construction and delivery style to audience needs and use persuasive arguments.

You should be prepared to answer questions and for people to be making notes whilst you are speaking.
