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Assignment: 1 – Add Integers



	Assignment details        

Create a program in Pascal that allows the user to enter two integer numbers. The program should then add the two numbers together and display the result on the screen.  

A simple test plan will need to be produced (3 tests), with evidence of tests shown as screen dumps (Print Screen).  Screen output will be designed using screen layout forms so that information is displayed appropriately.  

Only Program Listing with simple Annotation, Screen Layout Design, Test plan and screen dumps to be submitted.

The Task 

Design, Code and Test a program in Pascal allowing two integer numbers to be added together and the result displayed.  The input and output data should be centred on the screen.
